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Ameloblastomas do not generally show evidence of induction; however rare cases associated with odontome have been re-
ported and are referred to as odontoameloblastoma. This image presents an unusual case of ameloblastoma with evidence of 
induction of dentinoid by tumor cells but without concomitant formation of enamel along with features of ghost cells.
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
